Recaynizedfor his commard of
both tradtional and contemporary music, Davies who is consideredat the forefront of the orchedral ard
operaic worlds, is sought out by orchedras composers ard artists alike for hisimagnative
cdllaborations, and is regardedasaninnovative forcein classical music. DavieswasMusic Director and
Conductor of Sarta Cruz's Calrillo Fegival of Contemporary Music for 17 years and is in SanFrancisco
this Fall to conduct the premiereof Philip Glass' "Appomatox" at San Frarcisco Opera. A frequert gueg
conductor with major orchegrasand opera companiesworldwide, Daviesis Chief Conductor and Music
Director of the Bruckner Orcheder Linz, and Chief Conductor of the Linz Opera. He is also Prdfessor of

Orchedral Conducting atthe Salzburg Mozarteum, and is the Conductor Laureat of the Stuttgart



Chamber Orchedra. In the United States he holds the title of Conductor Laureate of the American
Composers Orchesdra, which he co-founded 30 yearsago.

Maki Namekawa is aleadng figure amag a group of young artists in Germary today who have brought
new music by leadng international composers into the mainstream of Germanconcertactivity. Asa
soloist and a chamber musicianequally at homein classical and contemporary repertoire, Namekawa
performsregularly atinternational verues, and frequertly recads for major Gemanrado networks. Her
pag ard upcoming engagemerts asa soloist include performancesof SchittkeO€oncerto for Piano and
String Orchestra (Stuttgart), SchoerbergOsPiano Concerto (Linz), ShostakovichOsPiano Concerto No. 2
(Munich), CarerOsPiano Concerto “Dialogues” (Basel) ard Liget OsPiano Concerto (Linz). Namekawa
studied piano atthe Kunitach Conservatory with Mikio Ikezawa and Herriette Puig-Roget
(Conservatoire de Pais). She hascontinued her studieswith Werner Geruit and Kaya Han (Universty of
Music Karlsruhe), Edith Picht-Axenfeld, GySrgy Kurttg, Dr. StefanLitwin (Univerdty of Music
Saarand), Piere-Lauent Aimard(Hochschule fYr Musik K&In) and Florert Boffard (Ensemble
Intercantemporain). In addition to her performarce schedule, Namekawa teaclesat the Music
Universtiesin Karlsruhe and SaarlrYcken and in 2002 premieredseveral new compositions asan
instructor atthe International Summer Course for New Music in Darmgad.
